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I decided a couple of years ago not to ask for any financial assistance on behalf of any 
of our members since I am unable to verify their claims, and I was duped on two 
separate occasions.  This is a different situation and I have no reservations about 
asking for your help. 
 
One of my dear friends of many years (and my massage therapist) Janina, is from 
Jamaica.  She has written the following to me. 
 
Ellinor is the daughter of a Cuban couple who have moved to Jamaica.  She is five years 
old and is a violin prodigy, playing second violin with my old high school orchestra.  She 
is the goddaughter of my favourite high school teacher, Mary Catherine, who was a nun, 
and has just left the convent.   
 
MaryCath just found out that Ellinor can hardly see, but her parents have no money and 
they are basically ignoring it and not doing anything about it.  MaryCath is worried that 
this is something which, if not caught early, could cause her to lose her sight, so I've 
told her I'll do some fundraising up here and send her money to get her to an eye 
specialist.  
 
Her parents of course don't have any health insurance, and most health insurance 
doesn't include eye care anyway, and eye specialists down in Jamaica are pretty 
expensive.  We don't know how much money we are looking at yet, but I am trying to 
get at least $100 which I'm hoping will cover the cost of a first appointment with the 
specialist. 
 
I've also asked Mary Catherine to send me a photo of Ellinor playing in the orchestra, if 
she can.  I can't imagine such a wee thing playing so well at 5 years old!!! 
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Most of you will know that I live with my darling daughter Landra (who plays acoustic 
bass in a Toronto Orchestra) and my son-in-law/webmaster of CG.com Jeff.  You will 
probably also know that Jeff went blind at the age of 13.  Consequently, this plea for 
financial assistance to save the vision of Ellinor is very personal to me on at least two 
counts. 
 
If you can possibly afford to send even $5 or $10 to save the sight of this darling child, 
it would be very much appreciated.
