But here's the really cool 
part - the station is very unique.  In fact, it will be the first of it's kind in the entire 
world.  103.9 Proud FM will be the world's first Gay radio station, and I will be the proud 
producer of "What's For Breakfast?" with Ken Kostick and Mary Jo Eustace. 
 
Pretty cool stuff, eh? 
 
I think this is going to be a really fun place to work, and personally I can't believe that 
there isn't a station serving the gay community already.  Although I am glad there isn't, 
I like saying I work for the "the world's first".  
 
You may know Ken and Mary Jo from their TV show "What's for Dinner?"  A very funny 
cooking show, that is now being repeated on CBC across Canada.  And you may know 
Mary Jo from a certain tabloid story, that shall remain nameless.  They are both very 
talented and really down to earth nice people. I  have a feeling it is going to be a blast 
to work with them. 
 
I can't really give you too many details on the station itself yet...we don't even have 
studios built.  It's owned by Evanov Radio Group...they own Z 103.5 here in Toronto (a 
very successful Top 40 station)...the studios will be right in the Gaybourhood...and the 
rest of the lineup looks really talented as well.

“’COME, BE MY DISCIPLE’...SO MATTHEW GOT UP AND FOLLOWED HIM.”       MATTHEW 
9:9 
  
According to the Jews, tax collectors ranked barely above plankton on the food chain; 
so everybody kept his distance from Matthew the tax collector. Everyone except Jesus.  
'"Come,be My disciple"... So Matthew got up and followed Him.'  
 
Then it gets interesting. '...[Matthew] gave a big dinner for Jesus at his house.  Many 
tax collectors...were eating there, too' (Luke 5:29). 
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What a party! Salty language.  Loose morals. These guys keep the phone number of 
their bookie on speed dial.  But a friend is a friend.  What can Matthew do?  Invite them 
to meet Jesus!  Great idea!  
 
Then the door opens and an icy breeze blows in. '... the Pharisees began to complain...  
"Why do you eat and drink with tax collectors...?"' (Luke 5:30).  
 
Matthew doesn't know whether to get mad or get out.  But before he has time to 
choose Jesus intervenes, '"... I have come to call sinners, not those who think they are 
already good enough"' (see Matthew 9:13).  
 
And Matthew is just like you, isn't he?  Maybe you've never taken taxes, but you've 
taken liberty with the truth, taken credit for what wasn't yours, taken advantage of 
others.  And to you He says '"Follow Me."'  
 
But what if you have a bad reputation?  So did Matthew.  Come, you may end up, like 
him, writing a book.  
 
Furthermore, you don't have to be weird to follow Jesus.  And you don't have to stop 
liking your friends to follow Him.  Just the opposite: a few introductions would be nice.

DAILY DEVOTION FEB 9, 2007 - “ARE YOU BEING TESTED” - by Mark Anderson 
 
'CONSIDER IT ALL JOY, MY BRETHREN, WHEN YOU ENCOUNTER VARIOUS TRIALS.'       
JAMES 1:2 
 
Now, be honest. You've probably read today's verse and wondered if James was living 
on the same planet you live on.  This may be one of the hardest commands to obey in 
all of Scripture.  James said we are to respond to our trials with '...joy...'  That leaves 
no room for complaining.  Start praising God when your life is interrupted by a problem 
or circumstance you didn't plan on or see coming.  Why?  Because the truth is, we are 
either in a trial right now, coming out of a trial, or heading towards the next one. 
 
James speaks of '...various trials'.  You won't get bored by the trials you face because 
they'll come in every variety you can imagine.  They're like some of the mail we 
receive, simply addressed to 'occupant'.  All you have to do to undergo trials is occupy 
space on the planet.  Notice, James didn't say 'if' they come, but '...when...'  I once 
read a newspaper headline when I was in New York, 'Innocent Bystander Shot In New 
York'.  'How about that'? he said.  'All you have to do to get shot in New York is be 
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innocent and stand by'.  That's how it is with trials.  Just stand by and you'll get hit.  
But why?  James answers: '...under pressure, your faith-life is forced into the open and 
shows its true colours.  So don't try to get out of anything prematurely.  Let it do its 
work so you become mature and well-developed, not deficient in any way' (James 
1:2-4).  Adversity produces maturity.  The truth is, it can't come any other way!

In June 1997, the Southern Baptist Convention voted to boycott the Walt Disney 
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Company because of their belief that the company promotes homosexuality in its films 
and television programs, and because Disney offers domestic partner benefits to its 
employees.

It starred Candace Bergen in the lesbian role. 
 
D.C. Comics has produced a four-book miniseries, Metropolis S.C.U. (Special Crimes 
Unit), in which the main character is Captain Maggie Sawyer, a lesbian superhero. 
 
What TV show of the 1960's and 1970's had the most homosexual actors?   Answer: 
Bewitched with actors Dick Sargent (Darrin), Diane Murphy (Tabatha), Agnes 
Moorehead (Samantha's mother) and Paul Lynde (Samantha's uncle). 
 
Katharine Lee Bates, best known for writing the lyrics to the song America the 
Beautiful, also wrote six volumes of poetry, textbooks, and children's fiction.  Her 
twenty-five year romance with Katharine Coman ended with Coman's death, and Bates 
expressed her grief through a book of forty-seven sonnets, Yellow Clover: A Book of 
Remembrance, which was published after Bates died in 1929.
