NEWS - OBAMA – “EQUAL RIGHTS AND BENEFITS FOR SAME-SEX COUPLES” 
 
Democratic presidential candidate Barack Obama, who previously said the issue of gay 
marriage should be left up to each state, has announced his opposition to a California 
ballot measure that would ban same-sex marriages. 
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In a letter to Alice B. Toklas LGBT Democratic Club read Sunday at the group's annual 
Pride Breakfast in San Francisco, the Illinois senator said he supports extending "fully 
equal rights and benefits to same-sex couples under both state and federal law." 
 
"And that is why I oppose the divisive and discriminatory efforts to amend the California 
Constitution, and similar efforts to amend the U.S. Constitution or those of other 
states," Obama wrote.  
 
Obama had previously said he personally opposes same-sex marriage, but each state 
should make its own decision.

Unfortunately, if he had just read 
the Dating Service Home Page where I have a link to a WARNING about Frauds and 
Scammers, he would have avoided this situation completely.  There is a list of currently 
known scammers, and this fellow’s name has been on the list for months. 
 
I’m baffled that out of 625 active members on the Dating Service, only 75 people have 
subscribed to receive the Fraud Alerts.  I have personally removed almost 200 
members for inappropriate use of the website but very few people seem to care.

Justin R. Cannon, editor of Sanctified: An Anthology of Poetry by LGBT Christians, 
explains, “I am excited about this publication because LGBT Christians’ voices need to 
be heard not only in church meetings, city councils, and courtrooms, but also in the 
literary arena.  I believe poetry is an intimate, very revealing form of writing, and that 
this anthology speaks deeply to the experience of queer Christians in our world.”  He 
elaborates, “The many voices in this anthology reveal the deep pain and grief, longing 
and desire, and also the desires and joys of LGBT Christians, who are often caught 
between two worlds that are so often opposed to each other.  These poems also give a 
glimpse of the many gifts we have to offer the church and society.”
