NEW - SECURITY FEATURES FOR CHAT

I have initiated some new security features for the chat rooms to protect us
from hackers and those who would like to use our chat rooms for purposes
which do not coincide with our principles.

1. When someone registers, they have to put in their legitimate email
address to get a code sent to them. Once they input the code, only then
can they progress to the registration page. This assures us that they are
not registering with fake email addresses.

2. When a person registers I am now notified, and can make sure that
people with inappropriate or suspicious usernames, passwords, etc are
dealt with immediately.

3. The IP (address of their computer) is now registered with us so that if
we need to we can ban them permanently even after they have left chat,
and can report to authorities if necessary.

4. I have disabled all IRC commands.
5. I have encrypted the Admin Panel.

I am working toward adding video to our chat rooms for those who have
webcams.

Note: I have removed the Lobby. Now when you login you will
automatically be in the Main Chat Room.
